Start with Breakfast

The Country Girl Diner

Cozy up to the counter in The Country Girl Diner - an authentic Silk City Silver
dining car. The daily specials are amazing, and people from all over the Okemo
Valley come to feast. Our favorite - the breakfast quesadilla. Powers us for hours.

Take a Hike!

Brookside Trail, Downtown Chester

Right in the heart of town is a lovely, easy walk (approximately 1 mile) through the
woods, by the river - on the wonderfully maintained Brookside trail.

Trailhead: Just across from the Chester Green, behind Brookside Cemetery.

Head to the back of historic cemetery to the bridge that begins the trail.

Butternut Hill Trail

This is a moderate to advanced trail that starts with an immediate steep incline, but it
isn't long before you reach a stunning view (with adirondack chairs, no less!).

The hike is 1.9 miles. Along the hike are many well-labeled tree species, which is also
unique. On the east side, the Connector Trail connects to the Lost Mine trail.
Trailhead: The parking lot is located on the intersection of Reservoir Road and Lovers
Lane in Chester.

Green Mountain Trail

This is a 1.8 mile trail that winds by the Williams River. The trail is located on the east
side of Chester, by the high school.

Trailhead: The fields of the Green Mountain Union High School, off of VT-103, east of
town.

Lost Mine Trail

You will find this 2-mile loop trail in Chester's 550-acre Town Forest. Enjoy hardwood
groves, mossy clearings, streams, as well as a historic mine. The trail involves some
uphill climbing, therefore parts are moderate.

Trailhead: From VT-11, follow Reservoir Road for approximately 1mile. Turn right onto
Water Farm Road. The trailhead is 0.3 miles up the road on the right.

MKT, Grafton Vermont

can visit the Grafton Cheese Company just down the road.
